1 repeating the Internal Regulations must be avoided in the draft Scheme Rules;

2 Annex A is basically accepted, with the condition that before launching the Scheme the necessary measures should be taken to avoid systematic discrepancies on test results;

3 All references to financial issues should be deleted (Annex A and B);

4 The deviation from clause B.2.3.1 (viz. evaluation of laboratories is not an alternative to accreditation after the end of 2003) is acceptable;

5 The deviation from clause B 1.5.4 (viz. type test samples only have to be taken every 5th year if the manufacturer runs a certified EN ISO 9000 quality management system) is not acceptable;

6 The final decision on the choice of the testing laboratory remains the responsibility of the certification body.

· considering document N 297 with an analysis on the problems for the Keymark for portable fire extinguishers;

· taking into consideration the comments given during the meeting;

· recognising that national Schemes Rules exist, based on EN 3,

has agreed that :

1 the comments raised by the various organisations seem to result from EN 3 that is inadequately suitable for harmonized certification;

2 the empowerments that have been granted to ON and AENOR have been in accordance with these rules and will remain unchanged;

3 the CCB Secretariat is asked to organise a meeting in consultation with CEN/TC 70, all interested CCB members and in particular the empowered certification bodies;

4 this meeting will analyse the comments made and report to the CCB on the conclusions of their deliberations.

Following the proposal from document N 292, point 3, this identification code shall be prefixed to (the number of) every Keymark license that is granted by that empowered certification body to a manufacturer or supplier.

Interpretative document
The CCB,

in its meeting on 19 September 2002,

· noting that Scheme Development Groups (SDG) are no longer obligatory;

· considering document N 297 point 2;

· considering the proposal from AFNOR for a “memory card” in order to avoid future discussions about the procedure for an application,

charges the CCB Secretariat to produce a working document with the input from CCB members.
This Working Document shall contain all the actions that have to be taken by the CCB Secretariat, on receipt of an application for empowerment.
This includes an application for a product for which no empowerment has been granted yet, and also when more than one empowerment has been granted for the same product.

Resolution 13/2002 will be taken into account.

After the decision of the CCB on the final contents of this working document, it will become the interpretative document on the procedure for the processing of all applications for empowerment.
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
