Today I had a meeting with CERTIF and a question was raised in relation to

point 7. Surveillance tests. This point refers B.1.5.4 and in the second

paragraph of this CEN document inspections at least once a year are

referred... "as well as sampling for tests at least every second year".

Point 7. of the Solar Keymark refers to type test samples every five years.

The question is this: are we considering only sampling for tests every five

years or is type test sample the repitition of the first complete set of

tests the manufacturer has to do to apply for certification and other tests

every second year are still needed?.

For CERTIF there are two different types of tests: The complete set of tests

for submission of the product to certification the first time, which will be

repeated after five years and survaillnce tests which would be done every

year and which could be just one or two of the tests in the Standard.

This is just a question raised in order to be clarified so that we do not

have different interpretations of "sampling for tests" of B.1.5.4 and "type

test sample" of the Solar Keymark document.
