Q: How many manufacturers have applied?

20 manufacturers indicated interest in autumn 2002 estimating applications for 70 products. Some are already now in the process of applying

Q: Who chooses the test lab?

A:

Manufacturer&certfier agrees(contract between certifier and test lab). Some costs involved: 2-300 Euro/year

Q: Misuse?

Precautions are given in the general rules. But to be discussed further: ESTIF protection function? Funds for protection?

Q: Subtypes?

Possible to have own reg.no. Inspector shall have access to the actual production

Q: Add ons?

Cert body shall list the national add-ons when they apply for empowerment – scheme co-ordination group to harmonise. The list can be obtained from CEN/CMC.

Comments:

· Certification of installers – also important. Certification scheme for installers should include requirement for use of certified products 

· Important to link Solar Keymark to subsidy schemes

· Performance link to subsidy

· Physical inspection to help the use of existing test reports ?

· Certified ISO9000 QM can replace annual inspection in some cases

· Check list for physical inspection and definition of initial inspection – to be done by DINCERTCO and ITW
